One thing I can't forget is on Memorial Day the grade school children form on the south ridge of the 
cemetery, and following the playing of taps they come up over the hill, hundreds of them, tossing flowers on the graves of 
the fallen soldiers.  I think Ike was the last present to speak on Memorial Day.  Up until that time every president had 
come to Gettysburg.  I invite any of you who find your travels taking you to south central PA to include a few days on Big 
and Little Roundtop, in the orchard and take in the history you are standing on.
